At the meeting in October Council gave support to the suggestion that a defibrillator should be 
purchased for the village hall. Since then some early investigations have suggested that the hall 
may not be a viable location for a defibrillator given the distance from the centre of the hamlet 
and outside the 200 metre radius of operation stipulated by the NHS.

LENGTHSMAN


Chairman welcomed the Lengthsman to the meeting. Mr Walker gave a brief presentation of the 

work that he had carried out during the year emphasising the areas of difficulty within the 


village. . It was increasingly clear that the current system of treating each area of the village in 

turn left a substantial period between visits and could no longer be considered sustainable 


The recent report from the judges of the Best Kept village competition had also pointed out 


certain areas that would benefit from attention, although at present the suggestions were, 
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 outside the scope of the current scheme. After debate it was agreed to produce a revised 


Lengthsman scheme incorporating both the suggestions from the BKV report together with other 

environmental issues that may arise from time to time. .
