3. The Longridge Neighbourhood Plan
Longridge Town Council has submitted a ‘Neighbourhood Plan’ to the Borough Council, which if approved and adopted would become part of the Local Development Framework for the area and be taken into account when planning applications are determined. As part of the process neighbouring parishes, including Ribchester, have been invited to comment on the submission by 23 March. While the submission can be obtained from the Borough Council web site the shear volume of paper included with it precludes any general circulation to Members. After discussion Members agreed to Chairman and Clerk preparing a short paper on the submission for presentation at the next Council meeting in March.
