RESOLVED:

The Parish Council does however, have concerns about the proposed policy in relation to the protection of future employment opportunities, particularly in relation to the provision of new employment sites located on the periphery of the area. The proposal for new industrial units will inevitably boost vehicle movements through the area, particularly during the morning and early evening leading to further traffic congestion on local roads.
