Future of ‘Bring Sites’


Council considered a letter from the Borough Council about the future of the bring site on Pope Croft car park. The site, which provides 3 glass bins and 1 textile cabinet, is operated by third parties that charge for collection. The Borough Council believes that with kerbside recycling now operating throughout the borough the case for a local collection site no longer applies. The Parish Council has been asked for its observations.


In the Parish Council view the main issue is the status of the car park which is situated adjacent to the village playing field. This facility is so well used that the number of waste bins currently provided is barely adequate and likely to be swamped If the bottle banks are removed. Council agreed to ask for a meeting with the Borough to discuss the issue further.
