The Transparency Code for Smaller Authorities

Clerk introduced a Paper on the proposed changes to the Audit regime for small parishes. From 1 July small parishes with an annual turnover of less than £25.000 will be exempt from routine external audit. This will be replaced with new transparency requirements that would enable local electors to access relevant information about the parish accounts and governance. While most of the information is already published in one form or another the new regime also requires the publication of the information on a locally available website. The Parish Council’s own website is currently under construction with a completion date by the end of September. The required information will be published then.

LCC Countywide Sign Posting project
The Parish Council has been invited to join a countywide sign posting project which aims to survey all the points where public rights of way meet or cross a tarmac road. Full advice and details of the requirements of the survey would be provided by the County Council. It was estimated that some 23 or so paths crossed highways within the parish area and Councillors agreed to take part in the project on a trial basis.
