1 Borough Council Report

Chairman gave the Borough Council report mentioning: Northcote Manor extension and waste management.

2. Village Issues

i
Speeding: Concerns have been raised in the village about traffic speeds along Blackburn Road. Contrary to popular belief all speed limits, including the 20mph limits through the village are enforceable. Generally 20mph limits are meant to be self policing but local police forces are expected to take a responsible and proportionate approach to enforcement based on their assessment of risk and the seriousness of any breach. The Parish Council will seek advice from the Lancashire Traffic Liaison Committee (a combined police and County Council body) on the current policy for enforcement within the Lancashire area.
ii
Concerns were raised about various advertising and other signs and A boards,  in the village, particularly around the Black Bull corner. Council will keep this issue under review and will ask the Borough Council to take enforcement action if necessary.
Iii
Parish Grant Scheme: The Borough Council has now agreed a procedure for the allocation of grants to Parish and Town Councils within the Ribble Valley. Each Parish Council will be allocated a maximum of £3000 of funding to which it may apply. The grant system comes with a number of conditions of which the main one requires that each application must first meet with the approval of the Ward Councillor. After discussion Councillors agreed that the scheme should be publicised and villagers invited to submit suggestions for grant support.
