Borough Council Report
The Chairman gave the monthly report mentioning the receipt of a final agreement on the Borough Core Strategy; Housing proposals; Re-establishment of universal benefits; Trees; Street processions; The white ribbon campaign.

LCC Budget Proposals 2015 -2018
Council considered a report, prepared by the Clerk on proposals for a County Council budget covering the period 2015 to 2018 that includes a proposal to raise Council Tax for 2015/2016 by 1.99% just below the level that would trigger the need for a Referendum. A Council Tax freeze would itself trigger a Government grant equivalent to a 1% council tax rise. For Lancashire the additional 0.99% would produce the sum of £3.1million, a relatively small amount in comparison to the overall County Council budget of £1.1billion.

That a letter be sent to the Leader of the County Council opposing the proposed increase in Council Tax for 2015/16

Village issues
