Min 20: Millennium Garden: Clerk reported that the proposed meeting with the Playing Field Trust had taken place. Maintenance issues had been addressed and the site was looking neat and tidy. The Trust aimed to replace the four benches as soon as feasible, although funding was an issue. In the meantime the Parish Council could consider offering some assistance towards their repair. Cllr Smith may also be able assist with some funding.
The need for an explanatory plaque, or similar, for the statues was raised, but this was considered a longer term aim.

Min 25: Village War Memorial: Chairman gave an update on progress. The Memorial will be dedicated by Sir Peter Openshaw on Sunday 3rd August at 2pm. Following the ceremony Members of the Council, and other dignitaries have been invited to join Councillor Michael Ranson, Mayor of Ribble Valley Borough Council, in planting a commemorative Oak tree on Greenside, to be followed by the scattering of poppy seeds on the open ground.

The Borough Council engineering directorate expect to complete the refurbishing of the Greenside car park prior to the ceremony.
