Borough Council Core strategy.



The Borough Council has invited the Council to comment on proposed modifications to the 


Core Strategy that were proposed during the recent examination in public. The Core Strategy 

proposed that the majority of new housing development would be concentrated within an 


identified strategic site located to the south of Clitheroe towards the A59 (Standen) and the 


principle settlements of Clitheroe, Longridge and Whalley. Regard will be made to the AONB, 

Green Belt and similar designations when establishing the scale, extent and form of the 


development.



Development with recognised regeneration benefits or for identified local needs would be 


considered in all the Borough’s remaining settlements.



Given the extensive nature of the documentation and the tight timescale Council agreed that 

the Chairman respond to the consultation as appropriate.

Village issues



-
Dog Fouling: This was the main issue raised during the annual parish meeting in May, 

particularly in relation to the private road leading to Parsonage farm, a well used dog walking 

track. Since that meeting, the Borough dog warden has been made aware of the issue and a 

warning notice erected in a prominent position. More generally the Borough Council has 


announced a series of ‘dog control’ orders which will come into effect on 1st August. Included 

among them is an order which will make it an offence to fail to remove faeces deposited


by a dog in your charge. While this order will only apply to public areas it will help to 



emphasise the message that dog fouling is unacceptable.

Newsletter: Council had budgeted for two issues of a newsletter to be produced during 

the year. The first, covering summer 2014, will be distributed during the latter part of June.

Village War memorial: Chairman gave a brief update  on progress in relation to the
