Both applications were also confusing. While appearing identical they actually related 


to two separate entities. The point of confusion arises from files attached to
the
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application for an ‘education block’ which referred to the delicatessen with no mention 


whatsoever of anything to do with education. 




The application form is somewhat questionable.  At Question 3 the applicant states 



that building work has not yet started, and at Question 14 that the site is currently 



vacant, both statements are in fact untrue. Shed 1 appears to be complete while Shed 


2 is almost complete.  While the form also comments on drainage and transport links it 


does not make reference to the ongoing issues in relation to site drainage or the 



problems with 
the car park and the access onto Stoneygate Lane”
