War Memorial Third Party Insurance


Council considered a report, prepared by the Clerk, about an insurance issue related to the village war memorial. The issue had been discussed earlier at the meeting in July but then deferred to allow further enquiries to be made about the provision of third party insurance cover. Since that meeting Council has approached both its current insurance provider and other insurance companies. In all cases the companies will only provide third party cover as part of a general policy in relation to the Memorial, and not as stand alone cover. After further discussion:-

That the Clerk write to the Association with the following proposed amendment to the 


Underlease dated 23 May 2014 between Ribchester Parish Council and the Trustees of 


Ribchester War Memorial Association.

Notwithstanding the provisions of clauses 5(g) and 5(h) the Parish Council assumes 


full responsibility to maintain and keep the Demised Premises and War Memorial in good 


repair; to regularly inspect the War Memorial for safety and security and to carry out any 


works necessary to maintain the safety and security of the War Memorial, and the Trustees 


are hereby released from these obligations.

The Parish Council reserves the right to reinstate the original provisions of the 


underlease upon giving the trustees four weeks notice in writing.]



It is understood that the Association will retain responsibility for day to day maintenance of the 

site, including grass cutting and weeding.

Borough Council Report



Chairman gave the monthly report mentioning: Giant Hogweed and other invasive plants; 


Redevelopment of Clitheroe Market and the changing rooms at Ribblesdale pool and the 


proposal for a Christmas market in Clitheroe.


2.
RVBC consultation on Housing and Economic Development Plan


Chairman referred to the recent circulation of papers about proposals related to the 



development of new planning policy following the adoption of the Borough Council Core 


Strategy. Among the documents circulated was a report that included options for sites that 


might be considered for allocation to meet outstanding housing and employment needs. While 

none of these fell within the parish councillors agreed to a response that emphasised the


importance of traffic links in any future housing allocations.

Report on LCC Consultation on Property Strategy


Chairman asked County Councillor Smith to clarify the position in relation to the County 


Council’s strategy survey. Cllr Smith reported that following the consultation the County 


Council cabinet had decided that the Willows Park children’s centre would remain at 



Longridge Civic Hall. Longridge youth club would stay in its current building until 2020 before 

a proposed transfer to Longridge Library. It remains to be seen how the Library could 


accommodate the Youth Club but he personally was not confident that it could provide the 


same level of service.

Council discussed issues in relation to highways and lighting. 


5.
Local Government Boundary Commission for England: Review of Ribble Valley


Chairman reported that the Boundary Commission had commenced a review of the Borough 
Council. 


 As part of the first stage the review would concentrate on agreeing the future size of the 
Council. 

While the parish council is not involved in the early stages they will be consulted when 



recommendations are drawn up.

Ribble Valley Parish Grant Scheme

Clerk reported that to date some £2068 had been allocated. With the closing date for the scheme, 30 September, fast approaching councillors were keen to maximise take up and the clerk was asked to consider whether any other applications were possible.
